At onetimetheMarsh Creek valley floor was
covered with forests and wetlands, but this changed
during Pennsylvania'slumbering era. Theforestswere
harvested to feed the saswmillsintheareaand to provide
logsfor millsdown Pine Creek and pointsfarther south.
Inthe 1890sthe treeswere gone and farms sprung up.
Commercial celery and lettuce production began,
assgtedinpart by therail linerunning throughthevalley
floor. Production for these crops began to drop off in
the 1910s and 1920s and other cropstook over.

Today the Muck hasfew farmsleft. Some of
thefarms have been subdivided into residential homes
and camps. The Department of Conservation and
Natural Resourcesisinthe processof designing atrail
fortherail bedwhichwill link Ansoniaand the Pine Creek

valley with Wellsboro Junction.
Jerry Wilson, one of John and Anna’s sons,
explained at the dedi cation that this property wasonce
part of hisgrandmother’sfarm. Jerry'sbrother Leroy
pointed out the patch where corn and potatoes once
grew, and siblings spent summer dayshoeing therows.
Thefamily talked about how the Muck has changed.
Arnie’ swifeHelen asked their sonJimto
say afew words. Jm explained theimportance of
thehabitat intheMuck. Arniewasabiologist with
the PennsylvaniaGame Commission and took hissons
to Marsh Creek frequently. Thefamily waspleased that
donations made in memory of Arnie could help
accomplishthisproject.
Thank youto Wilson'sdescendents, TiogaState
Forest personnd, ArnieHayden'sfriendsand family, and
membersof theNorthcentral PennsylvaniaConservancy.
It took all four groupsto completethisproject, and this
isagreat example of how NPC worksto unitecommon
godstoachievelasting results.
