We know there are many TNC membersin our area
who are not acquainted with NPC. This is our
opportunity to say —*hello, look at us, we' reloca, doing
land conservationthat directly affectsthepeoplelivingin
northcentral Pennsylvaniaandyou canhelp.”

development. Other Friday seminarsfocused ontransfer
of development rights, fund raising, conflictsof interest,
and land protection for beginners.

Topics at Saturday’s workshops included
conservation and sprawl, basdinedocumentation, transfer
fees, open space referendums, stewardship, farmland
preservation, forestry, and Pennsylvania's Natural
Heritage Inventory. Charlie Schwarz, NPC's Land
Protection Specidigt, presented aPowerPoint discussion
of NPC'sResource Conservation Moduleat thebasdine
documentation session. The Moduleiscompleted by
NPC’sTechnica Committeefor each protected property,
becoming part of the permanent documentation needed
to justify and, if necessary, defend a conservation
easement.

NPC’s staff members and several of our
volunteersattended the Conference. Eachincreasedtheir
understanding of land protection techniques, and shared
NPC’sland protection processwith individual sfrom
other organizations.«»




Down the Susquehanna by Canoe...

... will bealot easier since PPL donated Byers
Idand and fivesmaller idands, totaling 225 acres, to the
Northcentral PennsylvaniaConservancy onApril 21.

When PPL constructed the power plant at
Shamokin Dam it aso constructed adam intheriver.
That dam provided cooling water to the power plant
and spanned theriver from thewest bank to Byersidand
and fromtheidland to the east bank. Inthe process PPL
acquired theidands, ending thelong history of farming
on Byersidand. Now theidandsaretree-covered and
provide habitat for awide variety of river-associated
wildife

With congtruction of thedam therewasno safe
way totravel down theriver except by trespassing on

theidand or banks. NPC iscurrently working with the

SusguehannaRiver Trail Associationto develop acarry
trail ontheidandto safely bypassthedam. Thisyear’s
Susguehanna Sojourn (June 14 - 22) used thenew carry
trail on June 17 to completethejourney from Berwick
to Safe Harbor Dam.

Aswith most land protection efforts, protection

of Byersldandtook sometime. NPC’stechnical

4 committeefirst looked at theidandsin the spring

of 2004 whichledto much discussionwith PPL

aswell aseffortsto securefundingto cover NPC's

costs. Eventhoughinthiscasetheidandswere donated,

therearemany expenses associated with protecting land

—including appraisals, title searches, recording of deeds
and staff timeto nameafew.

Inthenext few months, NPC will betransferring
theidandsto DCNR'sBureau of Forestry for inclusion
inthegtateforest system. Theidandswill be permanently
protected, providing habitat for wildlifeand recreation
for traveersontheriver, fishermen and hunters. Cregtion
of acamping spot for river travelersiscontemplated —it
would further enhancerecreation ontheriver.

What's Happening
with the Greenway?

Implementation! The
Greenway StrategicActionPlan
identified 8 projectsfor early
implementation that provide
benefits including recreation
enhancement, environmental
sewardship, education, hedthy
living, economic development and community
revitalization. Of theseprojects, two arelocated onthe
West Branch of the Susquehanna; the BakertonAMD
Project and the SusgquehannaRiverWalk.

TheBakertonAMD Project wascompleted this
spring by the Cambria Co. Conservation District and
the Bakerton Rod and Gun Club. They used a cost-
effective approach to remediate acid mine drainage
(AMD), and created apublic fishing areathat will raise
awareness about theimplications of water quality on
human hedthandwildlife, and serveasareplicablemodd
for smilar grassrootseducation and remediation efforts.

The Susquehanna RiverWalk will begin
constructionin early 2007, and isplanned as part of the
revitdization of the City of Williamsport. TheRiverWak
will reconnect residentsto theriver, createalink into
South Williamsport, and provide a hub for a larger
regional trail system. For moreinformation onthese
projectsvigt http://susquehannagreenway.org.

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NPC 2006 Adventures

July 15 — Ride the Pine Creek Trail

A 22 mile bike ride - from the Clark Farm (between Cammal and Slate Run) to Rattlesnake Rock (below Blackwell) and return. The trip
goes through “The Narrows” and passes two bald eagle nests. The scenery is spectacular, wildlife abundant and the company
congenial. Final meeting time and location will be set about a week before the trip. Since it's July in PA the trip will be in the morning.
Participants will not only need their bikes, but should bring water and a snack. Pre-registration is required.

July 22 — Peace of the Susquehanna Canoe Trip

Join us as Canoe Susquehanna leads us on a seven mile paddle from Montgomery to Watsontown. This quiet section of the river will take
us past ruins of an old dam, and the Pennsylvania Canal. The group will meet at 9:00am. Pre-registration with full payment ($40 per person)
is required. Paddlers must be at least 14.

July 29 - Bee Tree Ski Trail

A 6.6 mile, moderate hike led by Bob Ross, Ron Comstock, and Dianne Franco. Hike the Bee Tree Ski Trail on the Tioga State Forest and see
the Mengee Property, an acquisition project the Northcentral Pennsylvania Conservancy worked on in 2005. The hike will begin in the
morning, and participants are asked to bring a lunch and water. Pre-registration is required.

August 20 — Big Canoe Trip on the Main Stem Susquehanna (We hope)

We'll explore a new section of the river when Canoe Susquehanna brings their “big canoes.” The canoes are built in the style the Canadian
fur traders used. Each canoe holds 10 paddlers as well as a guide who does all the hard work (the steering). If the water level is too low
for the big canoes, we'll use kayaks. The trip will leave the Shady Nook Access area and end at Port Trevorton about eight miles down river.
Pre-registration with full payment ($50 per person) is required. Paddlers must be at least 14.

August 27 — Wandering the Watershed
In conjunction with the Alpine Club, we’ll explore old ruins, walk the old roads, visit a deer
exclosure, and see a variety of forests. This six and one half mile hike will be on the 11,000

acres Williamsport Watershed. A shorter hike of a little over three miles will be offered. Please call the Conservancy office
at 570-323-6222 to pre-register for
October 29 — Waterfalls of Mcintyre all outings.

In conjunction with the Alpine Club we’ll pass the waterfalls of Miners Run and go through
