Irion Conservation Easement

Onehundred acresof thisproperty isnow under
easement with NPC. The easement worksnot only to
conservethe property asaworking forest and farm, but
alsoto provide conservation for thewater resourceson
theland.

There are pondson the Irion property aswell
as an unnamed tributary to Charleston Creek. This
allowspart of theland to draininto Charleston Creek,
theninto Marsh Creek, and eventually into Pine Creek.
Theother side of the property drainsinto Wilson Creek
before entering Babb Creek which flowsinto Pine Creek.
The conservation easement works to protect water
quality by ensuring alarge portion of the property remains
perviousfor rainfal and snowmelt to enter the ground.
Thisdlowsnaturd filtrationto occur and thegroundwater
tableto naturally recharge.

The conservation easement allowsthe current
property ownersto continue enjoying and managing the
land. Forestry activities such as cutting firewood,
creating openingsfor wildlife, harvesting timber and
replanting harvested areasare permitted. Thehayfields
and pasture will continue to be used in atraditional
manner. <

Joshi Conservation Easement

The owners of these 88 acres in Franklin
Township, Lycoming County, wanted to providefuture
generationswith an opportunity to own and enjoy the
forest they havelovingly managed and cared for since
the early 1970s. Their donation of a conservation
easement will dlow futureownersto managethe property
and keepit asaworking forest.

The easement also worksto protect the water
quality of thestreemtraveing throughtheproperty. Water
drainsfromthisproperty by the stream, findingitsway
to Muncy Creek before entering the West Branch
SusguehannaRiver.

A land trust like NPC is agreat resource for
assisting landownersto find waysto protect their land.

Land Donation—Donating conservation land
to aland trust isawonderful way to share its beauty
with future generations. The donation can even be set
up inaway that allowsyouto continueto live onthe
land or toreceivealifeincome.

When the current owners of Lyons Farm
purchased the parcel inthelate 1990s, they did soin
an effort to maintain the property asaworking farm
and forest. After purchasing theland, they beganto
look for apermanent method to conservethe property.

Thisproperty adjoinsan areaof State Game
Landsaswell asthe Joshi property, whichisa so under
easement with the Northcentral Pennsylvania
Consarvancy (seepage1). Withthese 125 acresunder
easement, aprotected areaof over 4500 acres exists
inthislittlecorner of northcentral Pennsylvania.

Theunnamed tributary onthisfarm carriesthe
run-off from the property to Little Muncy Creek and
then onto“big” Muncy Creek. Eventually, thewater
makesitsway to the West Branch SusquehannaRiver
and the Chesapeake Bay. <
